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Criteria

« Committee reviewed proposals based on the criteria posted on the CEF website:

» Programs that enhance basic curriculum or address one of the CEF target curriculum areas:
foreign language, music and arts, science and math, technology, leadership/interpersonal
skills, community service learning, physical education, reading, writing and literacy.

» “Enhance Basic Curriculum” means that the funding will result in improved quality and/or
level of learning for most or all students in the affected classroom(s).

» Programs or projects that require active student involvement and/or engagement and result
in student learning.

+ Resource materials (e.g. books, software) and transportation costs that directly support
innovative programs in the CEF target curriculum areas.

» Guest speakers and/or assemblies that directly support CEF target curriculum areas.

* Generally, CEF will fund new programs/projects for up to three consecutive years at which
time it is expected other funding sources will become available for the program/project.

« Additional Funding Periorities:
* Reusable resource materials.
» Programs that benefit multiple classrooms and/or schools.
* Innovative projects which may be replicated and/or shared by other staff/schools in future.

« Committee awarded no more than $2,000 for any grant proposal and referred a few
candidates to the major grant process.

« Committee sought to keep reasonable equity between schools.
